The efforts have led to a dramatic increase in Florida 
sales, predominantly in Palm Beach County, where 
the law requiring all day care vehicles to install safety 
alarms was passed late last year.  Palm Beach 
schools also have the benefit of receiving a rebate 
from the county, helping to increase childcare safety 
effectiveness in 2012.
